NEW BROADCAST HOUR FOR NEXT-GEN

Beginning in 2014, HSGM has expanded its Korean broadcasting
ministry to five hours from its previous 4-hour programming. HSGM
continues to produce one-hour English program in the new year.

The newly launched Korean 5th Hour of broadcasting is specially
designed for the next-generation youth. It is co-hosted by Da-un
Jung and Dong-woo Kim who are both in their early 20's. A new
segment, ‘Scriptural Roots of Praise Music’, is led by Yong-Kyu Park,
a youth praise team leader, where he guides us into the Bible to
study source of the lyrics of praise songs to gain deeper biblical
understanding. Another segment, ‘I Have a Question’, looks at the
worries and questions faced by young people as they take steps in
their spiritual journey. Basic questions on salvation, faith, relation-
ships, and even careers are examined through biblical view, that is,
God'’s view as shown in the Bible.

In addition to the new expansion of broadcasting ministry, minor pro-
gramming changes were made in the existing broadcast programs.
‘Anakrino’ has moved to first hour program from 2nd hour to be next
to ‘Christian World News'. A new segment, called ‘Bible Journey —
New Testament’ debuts in the 2nd hour with a ‘Sermon’. In the 3rd
hour, you will now find ‘Choi Choong-Hee Column’ along with a new
segment, ‘My Utmost for His Highest’, and ‘Good Neighbors’, which
moved from 1st hour. Internet/MP3-only 4th hour now hosts ‘Bible
and History’ and another ‘Sermon’. English broadcasting continues
with pastors’ sermons and ‘S.A.L.T"
